The terms used in these Supplementary Conditions have the meanings stated in the General Conditions.  Additional terms used in these Supplementary Conditions have the meanings stated below, which are applicable to both the singular and plural thereof.
The address system used in these Supplementary Conditions is the same as the address system used in the General Conditions, with the prefix “SC” added thereto.
Supplementary Conditions that are removed are inserted into the original text of the Standard General Conditions of the Construction Contract (No. C-700, 2007 Edition) and to other provisions of the Contract Documents are indicated as follows:

· Deleted text is indicated by a strikethrough line of the deleted text. An example is “this text has been deleted”.
· Text that has been added (inserted) to these sections is indicated by a double underline. An example is “this text has been added”.

3. When listing reports, it is important to only list those reports used by the Engineer in the design of the Project. Original EJCDC language said all reports known to Owner; however the City made the modification that only reports used by the Engineer shall be listed. This change was made in Article 4 of I-200 and GC-700 paragraph 4.02.A.1 and 4.02.A.2.
4. Similarly, if no reports were used in the design of the Project, then the suggested text (from the EJCDC C-800 Guide) must be modified as follows:

a. Delete the text: “are known to Owner.” and replace with: “were used in preparing the bidding documents.”

1. Information regarding reports (with subject matter pertaining to 4.06) requires that GC -700 paragraph 4.06.A becomes a mandatory Supplementary Condition.

2. Follow guidance in the document “C-800 Guide to Preparation of Supplementary Conditions 2007” on how to either (a) list reports that Engineer used in preparing the Bidding Documents or (b) indicate there are no reports.

3. When listing reports, it is important to only list those reports used by the Engineer in the design of the Project. Original EJCDC language said all reports known to Owner; however the City made the modification that only reports used by Engineer shall be listed. This change was made in Article 4 of I-200 and GC-700 paragraph 4.06.A

4. Similarly, if no reports were used in the design of the Project, then the suggested text (from the EJCDC C-800 Guide) must be modified as follows:

a. Delete the text: “are known to Owner or Engineer.” and replace with: “were used in preparing the bidding documents.”
