1. Compliance with Lee’s Summit’s Design and Construction Manual is required.  Section 1000 of the Design and Construction manual states:  All land disturbances, including residential and commercial development projects, shall provide adequate erosion control to protect public streets, public storm sewer systems, adjacent property, streams and surface waters from being polluted with sediment and silt.

2. Submit the completed application to Public Works Inspections.

3. A permit fee is required.  The fee is based on the total area of the site, as follows: 0 - 1 acre = $200; >1 – 3 acres = $400; >3 – 5 acres = $600; >5 – 15 acres = $800; >15 – 25 acres = $1000; >25 – 50 acres = $1200; > 50 acres = $1400.  Submit a check for the required amount, payable to the City of Lee’ Summit, with the completed land disturbance permit application.

4. Submit erosion and sediment control (ESC) plans, one copy, prepared and sealed by a Professional Engineer.  The City will review the ESC plans.  ESC shall be designed in accordance with Lee’s Summit’s Design and Construction Manual, Section 5100.

5. The ESC Plans must pass the City’s review, and the ESC devices must be installed and inspected by Public Works Inspections before a land disturbance permit will be issued.

6. Include a copy of Missouri Department of Natural Resources land disturbance permit application Forms E and G, or Form O, or a copy of the State Land Disturbance Permit with this application.

7. The property owner and Permittee are responsible for installing and maintaining the ESC.  Additional ESC measures, beyond what is on the approved ESC plans, could be required if planned measures are not adequate for the project site.

8. The site must have soil stabilizing erosion control measures, per Section 2153 of the Design and Construction Manual:  Soil stabilizing erosion control measures as detailed in Sections 2153 shall be implemented within 14 calendar days after construction activities have temporarily or permanently ceased on any portion of the site.

9. Clearing, stripping, stockpiling and grading are prohibited on land not defined in the ESC plan.

10. Fill must be suitable material and tested per Lee’s Summit’s Design and Construction Manual.

11. A Land Disturbance Permit is valid for one year after issuance.  A one-year extension can be granted upon request.
